Choir stands.  Reader begins after the first note of the piano intro of “Waiting”.  Piano continues repeating measures 3-4 until first scripture segment (1 Samuel 3:1-3) is finished.
Reader:
3:1  The boy Samuel ministered before the LORD under Eli. In those days the word of the LORD was rare; there were not many visions.

2  One night Eli, whose eyes were becoming so weak that he could barely see, was lying down in his usual place.

3  The lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the temple of the LORD, where the ark of God was.

CHOIR: (measure 5)
Waiting, we are waiting, Lord.

(piano repeats measures 13-14 as needed)
READER: 

4  Then the LORD called Samuel. Samuel answered, "Here I am."

5  And he ran to Eli and said, "Here I am; you called me." But Eli said, "I did not call; go back and lie down." So he went and lay down.

CHOIR (measures 13-20)
Waiting, we are waiting, Lord.

Waiting, we are waiting, Lord.

Fill the mind ‘til we find your will, your way.

(piano repeats measure 13-20)
READER

6  Again the LORD called, "Samuel!" And Samuel got up and went to Eli and said, "Here I am; you called me." "My son," Eli said, "I did not call; go back and lie down."

7  Now Samuel did not yet know the LORD: The word of the LORD had not yet been revealed to him.

CHOIR (measure20)
Now let us know your presence, Lord, Emmanuel, God, be with us.

We welcome you with open hearts, Emmanuel, God be with us.

God be with us, Emmanuel.

(piano plays, repeating measures 33-34)
READER: 
8  The LORD called Samuel a third time, and Samuel got up and went to Eli and said, "Here I am; you called me." Then Eli realized that the LORD was calling the boy.

9  So Eli told Samuel, "Go and lie down, and if he calls you, say, 'Speak, LORD, for your servant is listening.'" So Samuel went and lay down in his place.

CHOIR (measure 33)
Listening, we are listening, Lord.

Listening, we are listening, Lord.

Draw near, let us hear your Word for us.

Now let us know your presence, Lord, Emmanuel, God, be with us.

We welcome you with open hearts, Emmanuel, God be with us.

God be with us, Emmanuel.

(piano continues playing as written with a repeat at measures 55-56)
10  The LORD came and stood there, calling as at the other times, "Samuel! Samuel!" Then Samuel said, "Speak, for your servant is listening."

OPTIONAL: CHOIR: (measure 57, Write in these words for measures 57-64 or leave text as is.)
